NOTE 1 SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

These financial statements are Special Purpose Financial Statements prepared to satisfy the financial
reporting requirements of the Cherrybrook Technology High School P&C (“CTHSPC”). The
Association’s constitution requires that the Annual Report and statement of Financial Position to be
presented at the AGM of the Association. The Committee has determined, and it has been agreed with
the auditor, that the association is not a reporting entity. This is consistent with prior years. The
financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the following Australian accounting
standards

e AASB 1031 Materiality
e AASB 110 Events after the balance sheet date

The following significant accounting polices have been applied in determining these accounts. These
are consistent with the previous period unless otherwise stated.

Inventories

Inventories are valued at the lower of costs and Net Realisable value.

The stock take was not attended to verify the stock, but the stock was reviewed for reasonableness
by reference to the underlying accounting records.

Plant Property and Equipment

These are carried at cost less, where applicable, depreciation. All assets, where applicable, are
depreciated over the useful lives of the asset to the Association commencing from the time that the
asset is held ready for use. The depreciation is adjusted in theses reported accounts but has not been
charged in the underlying management accounts. The difference to date is $4,000 being depreciation
on the canteen fittings of $1,000 from 2018 to 2021.

Income Tax

The CTHSPC has four funds, being the General fund, Building fund, School Canteen fund and the
Ground and Maintenance fund. Income from these funds is exempt from payment of Income tax under
Division 50 and the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997. Furthermore income from the building fund is
specifically exempt from the payment of income tax under section 23 of the Income Tax Assessment
Act 1936 so long as the fund is applied for the purpose for which it was established.

Employee Benefits

Provision is made for the Associations liability for employee entitlements arising from services
rendered to the end of the financial year. Employee entitlements expected to be settled within one
year have been classified under current liabilities and those payable after one year within long term
liabilities. The P&C hold funds in a separate account to meet the long service leave liability. At the time
of the audit the funds held were $14,435 against a liability of $14,435.

The Committee has determined that the Association is not a reporting entity and that this special
purpose financial report should be prepared in accordance with the accounting policies outlined in
Note 1 to the financial statements.
