As the pandemic has worn on it has become increasingly clear that we will be unable to hold
the Year 12 formal on Friday, 17 September. However, we have been able to secure a
booking for Monday, 29 November, again at Curzon Hall. This is approximately a fortnight
after the conclusion of the HSC. This is extremely good news and Year 12 students and
parents should mark it on their calendars.

As to the graduation, the school will decide on this date later in the term. | am extremely
hopeful it will be able to proceed in one form or another.
