During Week 2, Year 9 embarked on their camp to the Great Aussie Bush Camp near Tea Gardens. Students experienced a guided
tour of Maitland Gaol and a range of engaging activities from the leap of faith, raft building, kayaking, vertical challenge, team
building initiatives and the giant swing, helped and encouraged by their enthusiastic bush camp leaders. After being cancelled
because of rain the first night, the sun came out just long enough for the much anticipated commando night, with Year 9 proving
stealth is not their strong point, as they did not manage to rescue their hostages.

This year, the Stage 5 field work study was incorporated into the camp which involved students climbing sand dunes, learning about
the Indigenous and geographical context of the area. At a different beach, students then conducted measurements and collected
data from the front of the beach back through the primary dune system. Information was also collected on the impacts both humans
and the elements have on the coastal environment. Students will use the data and information collected next year to complete this
section.
