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Year 10 Crossroads Program

Year 10 students participated in various Crossroads activities on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday of this week. Students visited
the RYDA (Rotary Youth Driver Awareness) facility at St Ives where, rotating between six sessions, they covered hazard perception,
distraction management, vehicle safety, stopping distances and driver fatigue. Students also heard from a car crash survivor, who
outlined how their life has changed resulting from the accident in which they were involved.

At school, students undertook group activities led by facilitators from Life Lessons Educational Programs, dealing with issues such
as body image, the negative effects of drugs and alcohol, sexting, resilience, cyber bullying and cyber safety. Students also met the
new Police School Liaison Officer, Senior Constable Lynda Hart, who spoke to students about appropriate interactions with police,
police discretion, the ‘in-company’ principle and the role of police in relation to parties. Mrs Bower also provided excellent
information about the negative effects of recreational and ‘smart’ drugs and safe partying, drawing on her extensive academic
experience in this field.

In preparation of students commencing their senior years, the Librarians, Mrs Sorensen and Mrs Casey, expanded upon concepts
raised in the compulsory ‘All My Own Work’ program, by advising students on best practice when undertaking research for
assessment tasks.

Finally, this year CTHS was privileged to engage Armando Hurley, a Motivational Speaker, who engaged students with his stories
about his personal life experiences covering racism, bullying and self-respect, amongst other topics. His passionate talk touched
many students who I'm sure learned that it is possible to rise from adversity, not to give up even when things seem bleak and to take
every opportunity presented to them.

I would like to thank all the staff who assisted me in coordinating and delivering the Crossroads Program this year, which helped to
make it such a success.

Who Brought the Aerogard??

On Wednesday 10 December, the Year 11 geography class ventured to the Bicentennial Park at Homebush, on a field trip to look at
the inter-tidal wetlands, as part of their major case study. Luckily for us the weather was fine and, most importantly, the rain held off
enabling us to get into the wetlands without sinking knee-deep in mud. The one downside was the swarm of mosquitos that nearly
carried us away! A mangrove with mozzies? Who would have guessed? The day was very productive with students undertaking a
number of tests on aspects of the wetland environment. A transect was conducted to look at the zonation of different ecosystems
within the wetlands. Students had the opportunity to look at a Geographical Information System (GIS) which uses a series of
historical maps that can be overlaid to show historical land use patterns, human impacts and changes in the area. The information
learned on the day and the first-hand experiences in the wetlands will be invaluable for students in compiling their notes for next
year's HSC exam.

Although some of us woke up extremely early, not to stare at the sunrise but rather study for our biology exam, the weekend was
definitely memorable and rewarding.

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Australasian Problem Solving Mathematics Olympiad

The Australasian Problem Solving Mathematics Olympiads (APSMO) is a national competition which holds a series of five papers,
each with a set of five problems which challenge your mathematical skills. The papers have a certain amount of time to complete
them, ranging from 25 to 28 minutes and each question has a recommended time to spend on it. Each problem has a different stage
of complication and also requires you to use various techniques to solve the problems.

The Maths Olympiad was a fun and very challenging competition, helping us in thinking how to go about solving different types of
problems and challenging our own knowledge to see if we can solve them. Not only that, it has helped us to understand newer
techniques to solve a problems in a different way. It was also exciting that our team received the Outstanding Team Achievement
Award, which meant we performed in the top 25% of all Olympiad entrants.

By competing in the Maths Olympiad it has opened our minds to newer and different problems, which allowed us to think hard and
enjoy the competition.
