Students should now take advantage of the bad weather and complete the sign out process
ensuring all texts are returned. Staff have commented that there is a feeling something is missing in the school without this year
group, which is a testament to their character.

Gonski

On Saturday 21 October 2015 the Hon Mike Baird MP and the Minister for Education the Hon Adrian Piccoli announced the next
phase of funding which will inject an additional $113 million into public schools in NSW. This money is allocated to schools
according to the Resource Allocation Model (RAM) which is determined by the complexity of the school and its enrolments. The first
of this funding will be injected into schools in 2016 and the allocation of the funds is based on the recommendations from the Gonski
review. There has been much conjecture about the final two years of funding for Gonski and it is pleasing to see the conversation
reignited in the hope it will come to fruition as it will benefit education in NSW, especially where it is most needed.

Year 8 Lifesaving

Over four days in Weeks 3 and 4, 293 Year 8 students embarked on Life Saving Week, as part of the compulsory Stage 4 PDHPE
curriculum. The week gives all students the opportunity to participate in a swimming and lifesaving program which meets their needs
and challenges them. From Learn to Swim to Bronze Medallion courses, students learnt about water safety, improved their
proficiency in a range of swimming strokes and learnt a variety of rescue techniques. They were instructed by volunteer students
from Years 9 and 10, providing them with valuable leadership opportunities.

This week also provided students with an opportunity to learn about pool and beach safety, first aid and CPR. News Corp reported
just this month that nearly 30,000 Australians die from cardiac arrest each year because too few people know the basic CPR skills to
keep them alive until an ambulance arrives. Hopefully, the Year 8 students will be able to take the skills they have learnt to help their
families and community in the future.

The week was a great success, with all staff reporting terrific student behaviour, especially
in the variable weather conditions. Thank you to the PDHPE staff, Mr Vaux, Mrs Parry and
Mrs Flowers, for their organisation of this year's program.

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Chinese Delegates visit Cherrybrook Technology High School

spoken in Mandarin. This was warmly received by the group of seven Chinese visitors, which included representatives from the
Chinese Department of Education Bureau, the Deputy Principal of Wan Senior School, Mrs Chen Lu, and Dr Shi, International
Partnership Advisor, China.

After a presentation by Mr Johnson on the wonderful qualities of CTHS, gifts were exchanged and our visitors were taken on a tour
of the school by our School Captains, Doris Che and Chris Swanepoel, and our International Relations Representatives,
Sapna Mistry and Bertin Huynh. Mrs Lu was impressed with the balanced approach to education available at CTHS and commented
on the similarities between the two schools. The next step in cementing the sister school arrangement will be a reciprocal visit to
China to view Wan Senior School in 2016.

We are very excited to have made this connection and look forward to our students studying Chinese and participating in an
overseas exchange program to Shanghai in the not too distant future.

10 to avoid clashes with HSC subjects and TAFE courses, as well as during Year 11 at the Jindabyne Camp. These are clearly
identified on the CTHS School and Home Planner.

If your child is absent for the mandatory Year 10 component, they will be required to catch-up by participating in the 2016
Crossroads Program. This will be held during Term 4, at a time when students have commenced their Year 12 studies.

Completion of all Crossroads components (including Year 10 activities and Year 11 camp activities) are compulsory for students to
be eligible for their HSC.

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Commerce Students Start Smart at CTHS

Mummification in 7H

On Thursday during period 5, 7H mummified a student, with a few alterations, to better understand the mummification process in
Ancient Egypt. Firstly we placed print-outs of all the featured organs, including the intestines, heart, brain and liver, before removing
them with a long hook. We then moved the organs into canopic jars, with the exception of the heart which we left in the body. Next
we acted-out pouring salts on the body and leaving for 40 - 50 days, which would have eliminated all the moisture. Fourthly, we
imagined pouring perfumed oils and multiple layers of plant resin on the body. This would have assisted in sticking layers of linen on
the mummy. After that, we placed amulets and religious jewellery on the chest of our classmate. The next step was wrapping the
body in strands of linen. We had some difficulties at first because the linen was not wrapped tight enough, but we rethought the way
we wrapped and finally found the right technique. The final step was placing a shroud over the completed mummy. We enjoyed
mummifying our first person and we can’t wait to do it again.

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Important Changes to the
School Student Transport Scheme for 2016

New School Opal Card

For the 2016 school year, many students in the Opal network who already have a school travel (SSTS) pass will
automatically receive their own School Opal card (sent to their school) at the beginning of the 2016 school year.
However, this does not include children entering Year 7 who will need to re-apply. See ‘Who needs to

opal ™

apply’.

The School Student Transport Scheme
The School Student Transport Scheme (SSTS) provides eligible school students with free or subsidised travel on
public transport between home and schoeol, on trains, buses, ferries and long distance coach services.

If a student lives too close to the school to be eligible, they may still be eligible for a Term Bus Pass which
provides discounted travel on buses between home and school for the whole school term.

In areas where there is no public transport eligible NSW residents may receive a subsidy for private vehicles for
transporting the student to school.

Students with a disability who are unable to travel to and from school under the School Student Transport
Scheme may be eligible for assistance under the Department of Education Assisted School Travel Program.

Travel Restrictions
If provided with a School Opal card or school fravel pass the student must comply with the Student Codes of
Conduct.

The School Opal card or school travel pass can only be used for approved travel on school days between the
student's home and school or college between 6.30am and 7pm (6.30am and 9.30pm for TAFE students)
The Scheme does not cover travel to and from:

Before and after school care or child-minding premises

Before and after school activities

School excursions

Sports events

Work experience

Vocational Education and Training (VET) at a location away from where the student is enrolled
Multi-campus high schools, weekend schools, pre-schools or mini-schools (except for full-time
geographically isolated distance education students).
