Correct Procedure When Approaching Pedestrian Crossings

As you approach a pedestrian crossing or children's crossing where a
School Crossing Supervisor is displaying a ‘STOP Children Crossing’
sign, you must slow down and stop. You may proceed when the School
Crossing Supervisor no longer displays the sign in your direction or has
indicated it is safe for you to proceed

Stop signs may be placed at an intersection immediately after a
pedestrian crossing. You must stop at the stop sign even if you have
already stopped at the pedestrian crossing.

Please Note: If the road beyond a children's crossing or pedestrian crossing is blocked, you MUST
NOT drive onto the crossing.
