AP3 Examinations Continue

have put together a few tips and tricks which may be handy for parents:

e First and foremost, support and encourage your child, keep any doubts you have to yourself

e Celebrate success and don’t dwell or get bogged down by mistakes. Mistakes are an opportunity to grow
and learn

e Understand this is a stressful time, even if your child is not showing it. A lot of the fear comes from your
child’s desire to not let you down

e When under pressure people become supersensitive and normally react to those closest to them. Don't overreact or take this
as a personal attack

e Be realistic in your expectations, 99+ ATARs are extraordinarily hard to achieve!

e If your child is experiencing difficulties, they should seek help; the Counsellors, Year Advisers, Stage Head Teacher and DPs
can all be of assistance

e A healthy balance between work and leisure is critical; organise and plan for all activities on a weekly basis

e Discuss and try to take an interest in what your child is doing; some will let you in, some won't, be careful there is a fine line
between taking an interest and interfering

e Remember they will need your love and support through this entire HSC year.

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which match people’s abilities and interests. For many students it helps to confirm their future vocation interests and for others, who
were unsure of which direction to follow, it gives them some starting points to consider.
