HSC Visual Arts and TAS Exhibition 
On Tuesday evening Year 12 students showcased their major artworks and projects in the MPC. The 2019 
students were certainly able to demonstrate their creativity in a range of different mediums. Also on display 
were their process diaries, which enabled us to see the journeys they had gone through to complete the final 
product. There were many excellent artworks and projects on display with the proud students and their families 
there to admire the craftsmanship and creativity of the candidates. The Visual Arts and TAS staff are to be 
congratulated, as they have spent many additional hours with these students to ensure the final products were 
of such a high standard. 
 

Awards were presented, with many viewers of this exhibition voting for the People's Choice Award. The Principal and Deputies 
formed a judging panel, awarding First Place and Highly Commended. The winners are noted later in this edition of Network. 
 
Year 12 Music Performances 
Students from Music 1 and 2 performed their HSC works on Tuesday and Wednesday night, to an appreciative audience of families , 
friends and students in magnificent fashion. Once again, congratulations to all students and staff involved. I ’m sure the HSC markers 
will be very impressed. 
 
Year 12 end-of-year Activities 
In the near future Year 12 will be spoken to about the school’s expectations of their behaviour in the period leading up to and during 
the HSC. Mr Johnson and Ms Adamou have also written to all parents detailing the school ’s expectations and the timing of the 
various events Year 12 students will be involved with in the way of official school functions. Any parent who did not receive  a copy of 
this letter should contact the school directly.

Any parents/students who are holding private parties are encouraged to register their party with the local police. This allows the 
police to patrol the area and be ready to respond should problems arise.  
 
An important part of Year 12’s final week is the Graduation Ceremony, which is being held in the MPC on Thursday 26 September 
commencing at 5pm. Please ensure you RSVP for this event using the link provided in the above mentioned letter by Friday 13 
September. Tickets will be issued to Year 12 students who have RSVP’d, during Week 9. 

 
Luwan High School (China) visit to CTHS 
Students from Luwan High School in Shanghai China visited CTHS as part of their study trip from Wednesday 21 to Friday 24 
August. CTHS students kindly offered homestays and buddied up with them. The Luwan students attended a range of classes with 
their buddies to experience schooling in Australia. In addition, a special English class was organised for the students on th e Friday. 
Although it was a short visit, friendships were made and good memories were shared amongst the students.  
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Year 11 AP2 Examinations 
The final examinations for Year 11 commenced today and will continue until Friday 20 September (Week 9). These examinations 
allow staff to provide valuable feedback to students prior to commencing the HSC course at the beginning of next term. It is 
important students have a balanced approach to their study program, with time for exercise and some leisure time factored into their 
revision schedule. We also ask ALL students be considerate of those completing examinations and keep the noise to an absolute 
minimum around the MPC. 

 
CTHS Bus Bay & Purchase Road Roundabout 
Parents are reminded the bus bay should NOT be used to pick up or drop off students between 7.30am and 4pm. On a number of 
occasions parents have parked in the bus bay which prevents buses from entering the bay to collect our students. Parents should 
also NOT allow their child to enter or exit a vehicle whilst stopped at the roundabout outside the main entrance to the school. This is 
not only illegal, but also poses a safety risk to their child. As a reminder, Hornsby Shire Council  Rangers are often in 
unmarked vehicles taking photos of the above and will not hesitate in issuing fines via post.

On Tuesday night during the P&C meeting, our Careers Advisors provided a thorough overview of the opportunities they provide to 
our students within the classroom, external partnerships and through the use of the CTHS Alumni.

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Junior Boys’ Kindness Project Excursion 
On Tuesday 3 September Mrs Gatt and I accompanied five of our Year 7 and 8 boys (Will Beaumont, James Winter, Matt Turner, 
Thomas Downing and Charana Wickramasinghe) on the Metro to Teresa House in Redfern, a homeless shelter which acts as 
emergency accommodation for the most disadvantaged and marginalised residents of Sydney. The boys were performing 
community service as part of a Kindness Project they have been working on in the Rock and Water Program, where they have taken 
the initiative to combine their strengths to help people less fortunate than themselves. 

 
Teresa House, which is run by Cana Communities, is a terrace house in the inner city which caters to 50-60 people a week and 
doesn’t always get the same love and care we might show to our own homes. The boys’ job on Tuesday was to try to spruce the 
house up a bit, to make the experience of the members of the homeless community a bit more pleasant. They worked alongside 
volunteers, as well as community members, to clean the house thoroughly, pressure cleaning the front of the house, washing 
windows, scrubbing walls, vacuuming and replanting ferns in the garden out the back. The physical space looked, smelt and fel t so 
much cleaner as the result of their efforts and the Cana Community members were quite appreciative of their efforts.  

 
Aside from the cleaning, the boys also planned, bought and prepared lunch for twenty people and after the work was done we 
walked to Redfern Park to have lunch and reflect on their experience. The boys were responsive, enthusiastic and well behaved  and 
I commend them on their attitude to their community service, as well as to the broader Kindness Project they ’ve been working on this 
term.
