The NSW Senior Secondary Student Concession Card is issued free
of charge. This card proves you are a student when travelling on public
transport, using an Opal child/youth card.

You must keep the Senior Secondary Student Concession Card with
your Opal card or be susceptible to a Transport NSW fine.

The Senior Secondary Student Concession Card is valid until 31 March
the following year unless you enter fulltime employment.

To be eligible, you must be 16 years or older and meet one of the
following criteria:

* Enrolled in a NSW secondary scheol or non-Government secondary school

* Registered with NESA as a fulltime home schooled or distance education (OTEN) secondary
student

* An International school student who meets the criteria.

To apply for the Senior Secondary Student Concession Card, collect an application form from
the CTHS front office.

To replace lost cards, collect a Secondary Student Transport Concession Card replacement form
from the CTHS front office. A replacement fee of $10 applies.
